A

friends-to-lovers romance versus falling- fast romance â€“ well, friends-to-lovers stories are usually

highly enjoyable reads for this reader.

But sheâ€™s not perfect, so there are times

she loses her patience with David. I love how she tries to bury her long-time feelings and go on,

even if she canâ€™t. I loved that even though she was hurting, she never stopped being Davidâ€™s

friend (real love isnâ€™t easy to push away), but that she stood up for herself too.Overall, I thought

this was a well-delivered, well-written story about love, family, and friendship. I really hope the

author gives us Catâ€™s and Jacksâ€™ stories so we can see them grow and find happiness.
